 A few weeks ago I attended the 
convention of the United Synagogue for 
Conservative Judaism, the organization that 
unites conservative synagogues across 
North America.  The convention was very 
exciting, and many of the sessions provided 
ideas that will become part of our Beth Sha-

lom activities and priorities.  At the convention we installed a 
new executive VP, Rabbi Steven Wernick.  During his instal-
lation address he talked about the importance and relevance 
of Conservative Judaism. 
 
 ñI am a Conservative Jew because of what Conser-
vative Judaism is ï we seek to uphold our sacred Jewish tra-
ditions while embracing the liberty and wisdom to be found in 
modern North American life. I am a Conservative Jew be-
cause living such a life allows me to be fully rooted in moder-
nity while constantly experiencing the sacred and reaching 
toward heaven. I am a Conservative Jew because seeking to 
simultaneously uphold tradition and embrace modernity de-
mands that we focus on honest, open and respectful discus-
sion on almost any issue. And we do. When it came to the 

role of women, the acceptance of homosexuality or the 
welcoming of those who are intermarried into our com-
munities we learned from each other, we debated each 
other and we reached conclusions that were not al-
ways neat, but precisely because we focused openly 
and honestly on them, they are always authentic Jew-
ish responses to the challenges of our day. As a com-
munity that values pluralism we celebrate the vitality of 
a Judaism that is built upon a foundation that fuses our 
classical texts and modern sensibilities in informing the 
lives we live. This is what makes an authentic, emo-
tionally enriching, ritually relevant and intellectually sat-
isfying modern Judaism.ò 
 
 These are values that speak as loudly in Ed-
monton as they did in Cherry Hill, NJ.  We should be 
proud of the values of our Movement, and work hard to 
ensure that our movement continues to be a positive 
voice balancing tradition and modernity for the Jewish 
community of the future.

 The hot topic right now is the climate debate.  Are we really experiencing global warming or are we headed into another cycle that 
will bring a new ice age.  I donôt know about you, but I donôt have the time to study all the reports.  What I do know is this:  I really enjoyed the 
dry roads we drove on in November and the warmer weather.  I braced myself for the inevitable in December and indeed, it did get unbearably 
cold and miserable.  In fact, Edmonton was one of the coldest places on earth setting new records.  Iôm sure someone will be selling T-Shirts to 
that effect soon. We also received huge amounts of snow.  My poor little car could barely maneuver through the drifts.  This being the little car 
that I bought in order to be a responsible citizen and use less gasoline. I guess I shouldnôt be surprised. The temperature and precipitation in 
Edmonton are so unpredictable that they make a great topic of conversation. A special thank you goes out to our dedicated minyannaires and 
Shabbat service attendees who have been coming to shul in all sorts of unpleasant weather conditions. 
 
 Of course Hanukah came and went rather quickly and was indeed a white one as anticipated.  We fried up latkes making our houses 
smell deliciously oniony and oily.  We prepared the candles and sang.  At shul, we added the Hallel and a special paragraph unique to Hanu-
kah to our amidah services.  But mostly, I was again pleased that we donôt have pressure to decorate our house, climb up ladders to put up 
lights on the house, or stress over the whole huge gift giving issue.  Thank goodness Iôm Jewish. 
 
 Unfortunately, again this year various sources forwarded me emails, commenting on how unfair it is that they canôt say ñMerry Christ-
masò anywhere and how ñthose peopleò have taken the religion out of Christmas.  These comments trouble me as I feel that we Jews, as one 
of Canadaôs religious minorities, are being blamed for the perceived removal of religion from this Christian holiday.  Personally, I donôt see how 
you can take the religion out of Christmas despite the emphasis on more neutral images such as decorated trees and Santa.  It is only cele-
brated in countries with a predominantly Christian population.  I am perfectly happy to wish my co workers Merry Christmas.  What I wouldnôt 
mind once in a while would be for someone to wish me a Happy Hanukah or Happy New Year on Rosh Hashanah.  In 25 years, only one or 
two people have remembered to wish me Happy Hanukah.  My internal debate is always whether it is better to keep quiet or to spend a mo-
ment and educate people about our holidays.  I am delighted when someone of another culture shares with me the details of their holy days, 
but others might not feel the same way.  Working for the federal government, we are a virtual United Nations in one building.  I laugh each year 
as on the way out the door on December 24th I find myself saying Merry Christmas and being told the same by someone who is Hindu or Mos-
lem.  I suppose I should just be grateful that weôre all just getting along. 
 
 Happy secular New Year to you all.  This new year brings some good news to Beth Shalom.  A generous donor has offered to help 
us purchase two Automated External Defibrillators for our building.  I anticipated they will be housed one near each social hall, upstairs and 
downstairs.  We have also decided to purchase an oxygen tank and related paraphernalia.  We hope we never have to use these items, but it 
never hurts to be prepared.  They are simple to use and we will be having an onsite training session on January 10.  If you are in the building 
often and wish to learn how to use them, please call me and leave me a message (as I will be away) before January 8, 2010. 
 
 More good news arrived recently.  We have again been accepted as the recipient for a Federal Security Infrastructure Grant to im-
prove security measures at the shul.  I am currently in discussion with the department to determine the details and to see if the grant will cover 
enough of our expenditures for us to go ahead and begin the work.  The project entails placing security film on the social hall windows which 
as you recall were broken last year in a hate crime as well as replacing several window units.
